The Bridport Prize, one of the top writing prizes worldwide, has opened its doors to the youth of Dorset. This year, as a special pilot scheme, young people in Dorset will have the chance to show off their writing skills and win prizes for themselves and their school. The competition is open to the following age categories: 8 – 11, 11 – 14 and 14 – 18. Write a short story on any subject you like - action, romance or mystery. Stories must be a minimum of 220 words, maximum of 3500 words. Stories will be judged by LS Matthews, author of ‘Fish’ (nominated for a Carnegie Medal and winner of The Fidler Award), ‘The Outcasts’ and ‘A Dog for Life’. The first prize is £100 plus a visiting writer to the school for a day, second prize £50 and third prize £25. The entry fee is £2 per story and the closing date is 30th March 2007.
