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Cycle Training now available at Highcliffe School

Cycle training courses have been arranged to take place at Highcliffe School, and will be held during the summer break, in partnership with Dorset Police and Dorset County Council.

These courses have been organised by Mr T Barnes, our KS3 Student Support Worker and PCSO Mark Lane, in line with the requirements of the Dorset County Council Scheme, as part of our commitment to improve the safety and well-being of our students and wider community members.

Our students’ safety and well-being is of paramount importance to us, and these courses form part of an ongoing strategy of assessment and improvement.

A Phase One course is planned for Tuesday 29th and Wednesday 30th July 2008 and will cost £12.50.

A Phase Two course is planned for Tuesday 12th and Wednesday 13th August 2008 and will cost £15.50.

Course information

The cycling training scheme is a two-part scheme designed for young people. 

Phase One:  Off-road Training for young people in Year 3 and above.

This course takes place off-road. It teaches basic bicycle control, as losing control is a major cause of collisions and injuries.
It consists of manoeuvring exercises to make sure the young rider can handle the cycle safely in a variety of situations.

There are six different exercises to complete, which are normally practised over 2 x 2 hour sessions.

A certificate is awarded at the end of the course, providing an acceptable standard has been met.

Phase Two:  On-road training for young people in Years 5 and above.

The course teaches on-road traffic skills. Quiet areas are selected, where the riders are taught different manoeuvres, whilst sharing the road responsibly with other drivers and riders.

A total of six hours instruction is given over 2 x 3 hour sessions. A continual assessment of standard and ability takes place throughout the course.

A certificate is awarded at the end of the course, providing an acceptable standard has been met.

Places for these courses are limited, so can only be offered on a ‘first come, first served’ basis.

Further details can be obtained from Mr T Barnes, KS3 Student Support Worker, Safety and Well-Being, and application forms should be obtained from Student Support Office.
